Report fr om the Friendship

Dinner Committee
June 2010

Hunger is a reality for many in the
Southeastern Ohio region, even in
our own back yards. Peoplein
every community face the risk of
going hungry Food may not be
available for one meal, several
meals or even longePlease allow
me to share some staggering
statistics from the Hunger In
America, 2010 Mid-Ohio Food
Bank Local Summary of Findings
report.

More than 248,000 individu-
als, including 86,975 chil-
dren and 17,395 seniors,
receive emayency food each
year These findings repre-
sent a twenty-eight percent
increase since the findings
reported in Hunger in
America 2006.

In any given week, more
than 40,000 people receive
emepgency food assistance
from a food pantrysoup
kitchen, or emeyency
shelter

Thirty-five percent of those
served by Mid-Ohio
Foodbank agencies are
children under 18 years.
Eight percent are five and
under Seven percent are 65
and over Forty-one percent
of all clients finished high
school and twenty-three
percent have some college or
a two-year degree. Five
percent have completed
college or beyond. One out
of five clients are
homeowners and only five

percent are homeless.
@ Average client household

income during the previous
month was $1,00@verage
client household size is 2.8.
The 2009 poverty level for a
family of 3 was $1,526 per
month.

The Friendship Dinner Committee
Is ever vigilant of the money spent
on these dinners and is always
trying to cut expenses while still
serving delicious and nutritious
meals to our guest3he year
ending December 2008 statistics
showed that 1,645 dinners were
served at a cost of $2,866.42
which breaks down to $1.81 cost
per meal. The Committee decided
that in 2009 we could do better
The statistics for the year ending
December 2009 revealed that
