I am looking forward to Easter. Our
celebration of the Easter Vigil and Easter
Day are going to be magnificent. A
Trumpeter will join us for the Vigil and
then return again for Easter Day along
with a string quartet. They will be per-
forming some wonderful pieces by
Albinoni and compositions by our own
David Schubach. The Adagio for the
Strings by Samuel Barber will accom-
pany the distribution of Holy Commun-
ion on Easter Day.

Easter will also bring us some minor
adjustments to our Choir. After much
discussion with our Organist and Choir
Master and then following consultation
with the Worship Committee and finally
the Vestry and with the Vestry’s approval,
the Choir will return to its original
Antiphonal Placing. What does this
mean? It means the Choir will be seated
on both sides of the Chancel.

To accomplish this we must move the
organ 90 degrees and place the electric
piano and amplifier on the floor level in a
discreet location. The electric piano will
be readily available when needed. Two
choir pews will then be placed on the
Gospel side. This will enable more room
for the Choir, thus the possibility of
growth. It will also open up the space on
the Lection side so that the Lector may
approach the Lectern unencumbered. In
addition, I believe this will balance and
redirect the focus toward the Altar where
it should be properly placed.

You will also see a new Altar Frontal,
which is given by an anonymous donor.

This should present a fresh face on an
already very beautiful place to worship
Almighty God in the beauty of holiness.

Please do not hesitate to approach me
with any questions you may have.

In the near future our Chapel should be
ready to use and that also should be a
great and added Blessing to us at St.
James.

Please remember me in your prayers
during this Lent and know that I always
carry you close to my heart.

Cataracts:
What is a cataract?

A cataract is a clouding or opacifi-
cation of the lens of the eye.  It is the
most common cause of reversible vision
loss in the world and is increasing in
prevalence as our population ages.  Risk
factors for developing cataracts include,
age, family history, smoking, sunlight
exposure, diabetes, trauma, and corticos-
teroid use.  As yet, we cannot prevent or
reverse the clouding.

When is the time for cataract surgery?
People who describe a gradual de-

cline in vision over a period of months
to years or people who have a sudden
change or decrease in vision should see
an ophthalmologist for an eye examina-
tion.  Cataract extraction is recom-
mended if the person’s visual function
has declined significantly or if the lens

has become too opaque for the ophthalmolo-
gist to see the retina clearly.  Surgery is ap-
propriate when the problems associated with
the cataract outweigh the (small) risk of a bad
outcome.

What happens during the surgery?
Several different procedures are done de-

pending on the type and severity of the cata-
ract.  The most common type of surgery used
is inserting an ultrasonic probe in the lens
through a small 3mm incision.  Then a syn-
thetic lens is implanted.  Topical anesthesia
with eye drops is now the most frequently used
type of anesthesia diminishing post operative
problems such as vomiting.

How successful is cataract surgery?
Outcomes of cataract surgery are gener-

ally very good: 90% of patients achieve a best-
corrected vision (glasses or contacts) of 20/
40 or better.  This includes people with dia-
betes or glaucoma.  The results of people 85
years or over are bout 85% improvement.
